Objective: 

build a structure that will float and hold as many Eggs as possible without sinking. 

Terms:

1.You will have 25 minutes to complete this problem. You may work anywhere you wish. Time will be given at 10, 5 and 1 min. You may not use the Bag, the number slip or this sheet.

2. Using any combination of the materials in this packet, and only materials in this packet, create a structure that will: 

a. Float in pool of  8 inches of water

b. hold the weight of an increasing number of eggs

3. At completion, the Structure will need to be moved to a Display Table. Please apply the numbered post-it note to the structure. After judging starts no modifications can be made.

Judging:
There is a slip of paper with a number on it in the packet. Teams will present their Structures in numeric order. One person from the team will move their structure from the display table to the Kiddie Pool. The structure must then be placed in the water. Eggs will be placed one at a time on the structure by one of the builders.

The team with the most eggs Placed, Before Sinking, wins. 

Rules:
1. No part of the structure may touch the bottom of the pool – This is considered a “sink”.

2. No part of the structure may be attached the sides of the pool.

3. No part of the structure may be touched by either team member during placement.

4. Prior to placement, the structure may be “centered” or “reset” in the pool.  Do so at your own risk as any egg that falls off the structure at any point will be considered a “sink”.

5. The structure will be considered floating as long as some portion of it is above water and all of the eggs are secured.

6. An egg falling into the water at any point during or after placement is considered a “sink”.

7. Once an egg has been placed, it may not be touched again.

8. Each team will be credited for the number of eggs placed prior to a “sink”.
